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Hawassa is located in the Southern Nationõs Nationalities and Peoples Region on the shores of 

Lake Hawassa in the Great Rift Valley; 273 km south of Addis Ababa via Debre Zeit and 1125 km 

north of Nairobi. 

Hawassa is served as the Capital of the southern Nations Nationalities & peoples Region and the 

Sidama zone. The city lays on the Trans-African High Way-4 an international road that starched 

from Cairo (Egypt) to Cape Town (S.Africa). Geographically the City lays between 7

Hawassa city is bounded by Lake Hawassa in the West, Oromia Region in the North, 

Wendogenet woreda in the East and Shebedino woreda in the south. 

 

The city administration has an area of 157.2 sq.kms, divided in to 8 sub-cities and 32 Kebeles, 

These Eight sub cities are Hayek Dare, Menehariya, and Tabore, Misrak, Bahile Adarash, Addis 

Ketema, Hawela-Tula and Mehal sub city. 

 

The mean annual precipitation is 998.9mm. Temperatures vary between 6 C̄ in winter and 34̄C 

in summer. The city experiences sub humid-called 'Woina Dega' in Amharic type of climate. It has 

the highest and lowest temperature of 32

c respectively. The average annual temperature is

c. . Hawassa gets rainfall twice in a year. It falls during 'belg' and 'kiremt'. An average annual 

rainfall of the city is 933.4 mm. The first rainfalls falls from 'megabit' to the mid of 'ginbot' and the 

next comes from 'sene' to the mid of ômeskeremõ. Due to the cityôs location in rift valley and 

nearby lake, there is weather condition varying from day to night.

II. Geographical Informationõs   

2.1. Temperature and Rainfall 

The City of Hawassa enjoys favorable climatic conditions because of its 

geographic location on the shores of Lake Hawassa, The sky is generally clear, 

fog is uncommon, the temperature is mild, and the  moderate winds often have 

a positive influence on the temperature.  

Rainfall mostly occurs  in the summer  season . The daily minimum and 

maximum temperature values are always moderate and only for the few days of 

the year when either the mini mum temperature is below 6°C or the maximum 

temperature are  higher than 32  °C.  

Data Sources  

In Hawassa, there is a meteorological station continuously collect climatic data, 

such as temperature, relative humidity, wind velocity and orientation, rainfall 

intensity, atmospheric pressure, etc., and organized them in a database form.

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III.  Population Characteristics

/Central Statistics Agency of Ethiopia. The information was collected by CSA as part of the 2007 

Housing and Population census, and then the current data was projected /estimated/ by using the 

growth rate of the city.

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Unemployed Population and Unemployment Rate 

The International standard definition of unemployment covers persons who without work, 

currently available for work and seeking work during the reference period. According to the 

standard definition, these three criteria should be satisfied simultaneously. However, the 

resolution adopted by International Conference of Labor Statistics (ICLS) in 1982, Introduced a 

provision which allows for relaxation of the "seeking work criteria". It was felt that the standard 

definition of unemployment, with its emphasis on seeking work criterion, that is, to take active 

steps to look for work might be somewhat restrictive and might not fully capture the prevailing 

employment situations in many developing countries where the labor market is largely 

unorganized or of limited scope, where labor absorption 

Is, at the time inadequate or where the labor force is largely self-employed. 

Hence, Ethiopia like some other developing countries utilized a relaxed definition for seeking 

work and adopted the availability criteria rather than restricting only on the actively seeking 

work criteria.

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IV. Social and Economic Sector 
 

4.1. Education 
 

Education is the base for the social, cultural, and economic development of a 

society. The adv ancement of science and Technology reached its present 

stage of development through education. Thus, education has become a 

major instrument for the achievement of the desired goals of the society.  

This chapter presents data on educational characteristics of the population of the  

City;  it  describes the studentôs enrollment, number of schools, sections and 

number of teachers both from governmental and non -governmental  schools . 

The data is further presented by level of education, cycle, grade, and sex so 

as t o see the disparities among these.  

In Hawassa town totally there are about 164  schools, among this:  

 

V 55 are  kindergarten (All are non -governmental)  

V 35  are  grade 1 -4, in which 14  are governmental and the rest 21  are 

non -governmental schools.  

V 54  are  grade 5 -8, in which 20  are governmental and the rest 34 are 

non -governmental schools.  

V 13 are  grade 9 -10, among  this 4 governmental and the rest 9 non -

governmental schools.  

V 8 are grade 11 -12; among  this 2 governmental and the rest 6 are non -

governmental schools.  
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Student - Section Ratio  

In the city the student section ratio in governmental schools is that 70:1  for 

primary first cycle (1 -4), 72:1  in primary second cycle, 62 :1  in secondary 

schools (9 -10) and 73 :1  in preparatory.  

In non -governmental schools student section ratio is; 60:1 in primary first 

cycle (1 -4), 43:1  in primary second cycle, 50:1  in secondary schools (9 -10) 

and 30:1 in preparatory level.  

As we seen in the above students -section ratio for governmental schools are 

much greater than the national st andard. The national standard student 

section ratio for primary (1 -8) is 50:1  and 40:1 for secondary (9 -11). Thus it 

requires constructing more sections to attain the national standard.
